Searle Crop and 
Precipitation Report 

The moisture condition during 

the past week has deteriorated some 

what in Alberta from 112% of nor- 
mal last week, t Fa at the pres- 
ent timd, “as ene d with. a cot 
dition of 96%: at this time last year; 

but the Saskatchewan condition has 
advanced slightly from 125% of 
normal last week to 126% this week 

as compared with 94% last year and 
a similar advance has taken place 

in Manitoba, which now stands at 

86% of normal as compared with 
85% last week and 89% a-year ago. 

. These figures comprise the rains 

which have fallen from April 1st. to 

date—the growing season—together 
with the precipitation which oc- 

curred last fall in ‘the months of 

August, September and October, 

which rains are still -available_ to 

help to inake this present wheat 

crop. 
The combined moisture condition 

prairie provinces, av- 
eraged and weighted for wheat 

acreage, including fall and growing 

season precipitation, now stands at 

115% of normal, as compared with 

116% last week and. 94%+ a year 
ago. 

South eastern Saskatchewan and 

eastern Manitcba, some districts in 

the extreme north eastern part of 

Alberta, and in the Peace River, are 

still lacking normal moisture. 

For the first time since 1928 the 

rain map shows not a single district 

in the whole of the West that can 

definitely be classed as bad on ac- 

count of lack of rainfall. 

Many farmers in south eastern 

Saskatchewan report that they are 

fearful that grasshoppers will harm 

their crops. — Possible grasshopper 
damage should be watched very 

carefully from this time on to har- 

vest. 

The prospects for a good prairie 

wheat crop are still better, on the 

whole, than they have been in any 
year at this period of growth since 
1928.

Bank of Montreal 
Crop Report No. 5 

In the Prairie Provinces higher 

temperatures during the past week 

have been most beneficial and crop 

prospects on the whole continue 

promising. Wheat has headed out 

over large areas. Moisture is ade- 

quate for the present, except in the 

Peace River country, which contin- 
aes dry. An infection of leaf rust 

has appeared in the southern sec- 

tions of Manitoba and Saskatche- 

wan. Grasshoppers are active in’ 

Saskatchewan and parts of Manitaba 

but damage to date is not extensive. 

Hail has caused further damage in 
a few districts. 

In Alberta, warmer weather and 

intermittent showers have promot- 
ed rapid growth and prospects gen- 

erally continue very favorable. 

Moisture conditions are satisfactory 

except in the Peace River district, 

where crops ore deteriorating due 

to drought. Wheat is about 50 per- 

cent headed cut in the southern 

area and in the Peace River district 

and commencing elsewhere. There 

has been some slight hail damage in 

scattered areas. Fodder crops are 

excellent. Sugar beets are promis- 

ing. 

Saskatchewan crops are making 

rapid progress and conditions gen- 

erally are favorable; Wheat has 

headed out over large areas. The 

moisture supply is’ satisfactory. 

Grasshoppers have reached the! 

winged stuge and have commenced 

to invade the wheat flelds, although 

damage to date is not serious. Fur- 

ther hail storms have been reported 

but damage from this cause is con- 

fined to a number of local areas. Re- 

ports continue of light infection of 
leaf rust in the south. Hay and pas- 

tures are in good cundition. 

Conditions generally remain fav- 

orable in, Manitoba and scattered 

showers and warm weather have 

brought the crops along rapidly.

The “Tough Guy” Who Went Through High- 
School In Three Months And Wrote 
Fifty-One Books In Eighteen Years 

A little over forty years ago, a 
hobo rode the rods of a freight train 
into Buffalo and began to. beg for 
food from door to door. A police- 
man arrested him for vagrancy, and 
a judge sentenced him to thirty-days 
at hard labor in the penitentiary. 

Yet six years later this hobo was 
the most sought-after man. on the 

- Western coast. 

He was Jack London, author of 
The Call of, the Wild. 

When Jack London wrote The 
Call of the Wild back in 1903, he 
became famous overnight. Editors 
clamored for his work. But he made 

he himself sold all his rights to The 
Call of the Wild for only. two thou- 
sand dollars. 

If you want to write a book, the 
very first requisite is to have some- 
thing to write about. That was one 
of the secrets of Jack London’s as- 
tonishing success. He packed ten 
thousand colorful experiences into 
his short and feverish life. 

Jack London’s childhood was 
seared with poverty and hardships. 
He laughed at schools and played 
hookey most of the time. Yet one 
day he wandered into a public li- 
brary and began reading Robinson 
Crusoe. He was fascinated. The next 
day he rushed back to the library 
to read other books. From that time 
on he had an unquenchable passion 
for books. He often read ten and 
fifteen hours a day. He devoured 
everything from Nick Carter to 
Shakespeare—everything from Her- 
bert Spencer to Karl Marx. When 
he was nineteen, he decided to stop 
selling his muscles and sell his brain 
instead. 

So, at the age of nineteen, he en- 
tered high school in Oakland. Cali- 
fornia. He studied night and day,

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took hardly any time at all for sleep 
and did a phenomenal thing. He ac- 
tually crammed four years of work 
into three months, passed his ex- 
aminations, and then entered the 
University of California. 

Obsessed with a driving ambition 
to become a great writer, he studied 
Treasure’ Island, The Count~ of 
Monte Cristo, and the Tale of Two 
Cities, studied them‘ over and over 
and then wrote feverishly. He wrote 
five thousand words, a day, that 
means.a full length novel in twenty 
days. He sometimes had thirty sto- 
ries out in the hands of editors at 
the same time. But they all came 
pack He was merely learning his 
trade. 

Then one day one of his stories 
entitled Typhoon Off the Coast of 
Japan won first prize in a contest 
sponsored by the San Francisco Call, 
He got only twenty dollars for the 
story. He was broke, and couldn't 
pay even his room rent. 

That was 1896—a year of drama’ 
and excitement. Gold was discovered 
in the Klondike. The gold-diggers 
were on the move. The locust swarm 
of humanity took wings and headed 
for the golden land under the north- 
ern lights. 

And Jack London was with them. 
He spent a hectic year hunting for 
gold-in the’ Klondike. He endured 
incredible hardships. Eggs were 
worth twenty-five cents apiece and 
butter sold for three dollars a pound. 
He slept on the ground with the 
thermometer at 74 degrees below 
zero. Finally he dtifted back to the 
States without a penny in his poc- 
ket. He did whatever odd jobs he 
could find. He washed dishes in 
restaurants. He scrubbed floors. He 
worked on the docks and in fac- 
tories. 

Then one day, with only two dol- 
lars between himself and hunger. he

Poison ivy has many guises. It

Those of the 
Virginia creeper are in: fives. In 

early summer poison ivy grows’ 

whitish flowers on green stalks, lat- 

er to become dull whitish berries,’ 
each the size of a field pea. The 

Virginia creeper, which is not poi- 

sonous, has clusters of blue fruit on 
red stalks. . 

The active element of poison ivy 

is an oil which permeates the plant, 

in the root, stem, leaf, flower, fruit 

and even to the easily detached 
hairs. Breaking or bruising any 

part of the plant liberates the oil 
to come in contact with the exposed 

parts of the person touching it. The 

first sign of infection is usually a 
slight itching, followed by a faint 

blush of the skin. The itching in- 

creases and from a few hours, or 

days perhaps. numerous blisters, or 

there may be only one blister, ap- 

pear. In mild cases, immediate
